An Anglo-American Look at Bulgaria from 1876 to 1914: The paper claims that the Anglo-American
attitude to Bulgaria in the period between the April Uprising and the beginning of the First World War is
characterized by the extreme objectivism and favourable interest of all journalists and diplomats who had to
reveal the truth about the Balkan nations, Bulgaria including, before and after their liberation from the Turk.
In spite of their egocentric foreign policy Britain and the USA were often tempted to support the Balkan/
Bulgarian cause deeply influenced by the judgment and expertise of those Anglo-Americans who worked on
the terrain of the peninsula.
