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Abstract: The paper examines the memoirs of Mara Belcheva dedicated to the four writers from the famous 

Bulgarian circle Misal ("Thought"). As a close observer of the group Belcheva gives an intimate and precise look at the 

inner world and characters of each one of the participants in the group. The text surveys the way the author presents 

the artists, pointing out their main features throughout her stories. The conclusion comments on the mythologizing 

strategies Mara Belcheva uses in her memoirs in order to perpetuate the image of the four distinguished authors. 

Giving a detailed understanding of their significance both as individuals and as a group, Mara Belcheva highlights 

their merit for the ascent of Bulgarian literature at the beginning of XX century.  
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
