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Abstract: International humanitarian law provides for a wide range of measures to protect children. In the event
of an armed conflict - international or non-international - children enjoy the general protection afforded to civilians not
taking part in hostilities. Civilians who are not combatants are guaranteed humane treatment. The legal provisions
governing the conduct of hostilities apply to them.

Given the particular vulnerability of children, the Geneva Conventions of 1949 and their Additional Protocols of
1977 establish a number of specific rules that provide special protection to children. Children who take direct part in
hostilities do not lose this protection. The Additional Protocols, the 1989 Convention on the Rights of the Child and its
recently adopted Optional Protocol set limits on the participation of children in hostilities.
