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Abstract: This project presents an eight-lesson instructional sequence grounded in the Flipped Classroom pedagogical
model, implemented with 11th-grade students at the B2 language proficiency level. The topic “Work and Career Development”
aims to enhance learners’ communicative competence while integrating language instruction with practical skills for career
orientation and professional growth.

The pedagogical framework and lesson design transcend traditional teaching methods by shifting the instructional focus
from teacher-centered to learner-centered approaches, thereby fostering student autonomy and engagement in the learning
process. The implementation of the model encourages collaboration, critical thinking, and self-directed learning, with the
teacher assuming the role of facilitator and mentor.

Classroom time is strategically utilized for individualized feedback, interactive activities, and real-life simulations (e.g.,
job interviews), ensuring the immediate applicability of the acquired skills in authentic professional contexts. The empirical
results indicate high pedagogical effectiveness, demonstrating a strong connection between linguistic development and the
acquisition of key competences essential for professional realization.

Overall, the Flipped Classroom approach proves to be not only an effective means of promoting language proficiency
but also a comprehensive framework that supports the development of creativity, self-awareness, and transferable skills
necessary for success in the contemporary global environment.
