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Abstract: This paper examines the role of communication strategies within the contemporary security environment,
characterized by complexity, interdependence, and rapidly evolving threats. It argues that communication has evolved from a
supportive function to a strategic resource integral to national and international security governance. Drawing on the theoretical
framework of securitization, strategic communication, crisis communication, discourse analysis, and soft power, the study
conceptualizes communication as a mechanism for constructing threats, legitimizing policy responses, and shaping public
perceptions of risk. Particular attention is given to crisis situations, hybrid threats, disinformation, and the impact of
digitalization on the information environment. The paper emphasizes that effective communication requires coherence,
institutional coordination, transparency, and long-term trust-building. In a globalized and digitally mediated context,
communication operates not merely as an instrument of policy implementation but as a structural component of security systems.
The findings highlight that strategic communication enhances societal resilience, institutional legitimacy, and international
influence, positioning it as a core element of contemporary security architecture.
