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Abstract: The paper reviews the current state of breastfeeding education for student midwives in the Eastern part
of Bulgaria and their own views on it. Midwifery care in the postpartum period is closely tied to breastfeeding care which
is time consuming and specific. This care is essential to breastfeeding success, maternal and neonatal health, as well as
public health. Although the recommendations on breastfeeding are widely spread, still breastfeeding rates worldwide and
in Bulgaria are not optimal and healthcare experts don’t feel entirely confident in supporting it. Lactation specific
education for student midwives might be the key to implementing contemporary breastfeeding practices, care and support
for Bulgarian women. The research explores the views of student midwives from the explored region in regard to exclusive
breastfeeding, their role in supporting it and their necessity for more education.
